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CHALLENGE STATEMENT

The 2008 Directions Report for Lakeview and Port Credit advocates the village paradigm for Port Credit District, stated as the vision: ‘Evolving the Urban Village’ to enhance our complete community.  For Lakeview District, the vision ‘Strengthening the Community’ speaks to the goals for economic revitalization and creation of a complete community in its post-industrial rebirth.  The Clarkson Village Study also looks to promote, maintain and enhance a vibrant and pedestrian friendly Mainstreet.
In March 2011, TOPCA convened a Panel entitled ‘Ramping up the Port Credit Vision’ which explored possibilities for future redevelopment of the former Texaco lands (Brownfield) now owned by Imperial Oil and the federal Harbour Marina lands now owned by Canada Lands Company.  The question with regard to these lands was how can we protect our village character, enhance our waterfront and innovate at the same time?

Now turning our attention to the Mainstreet, we must look beyond our Port Credit District boundaries and examine common issues all along the Lakeshore Corridor, shared with the communities in Lakeview and Clarkson Districts.  Mainstreet retail is the communal lifeblood and defining structure of our villages, and focus of the following concerns: 
▪ Store rents ▪ Retail mix ▪ Chain stores ▪ Big box retail ▪ Block redevelopment ▪ 
▪ Village heritage ▪ Densification ▪ Traffic flow

PANELISTS

Prof. John Danahy, Co-Director, Centre for Landscape Research (CLR), John H. Daniels Faculty of Architecture, Landscape, and Design, University of Toronto.  John Danahy is a professional Landscape Architect and Associate Professor of Landscape Architecture.  He is a member of the Cities Centre and the Knowledge Media Design Institute at the University of Toronto.  He teaches in landscape architecture, urban design, planning, architecture, and knowledge media design.  His graduate urban design courses examine human centered public realm design that fosters social life and active living.  He leads the development of research software systems for decision making in urban design at the Centre for Landscape Research (CLR).  Since joining the faculty in 1981, he has concentrated his creative professional practice work through the CLR on a wide range of projects with consulting firms, agencies, cities and citizens groups.  This work in practice includes urban design that applies the basic research technologies invented at CLR for the National Capital Commission in Ottawa-Gatineau, the City of Ottawa, the City of Toronto, the Friends of Fort York, numerous university research labs and most recently for the Lakeview Ratepayers community in visioning the Lakeview Legacy Project, which has won national urban design awards from the Canadian Association of Landscape Architects and the Design Exchange.
Topic: What is the mainstreet thinking in Lakeview?  The potential for Lakeview as a complete community and possibilities for the Lakeshore Corridor as a 'complete street' for all the communities along it.
Cathy Nasmith, B.Arch, OAA, FRAIC, TSA, CAHP is Principal of Catherine Nasmith Architect, a sole proprietorship specializing in heritage architecture, planning and education.  She also enjoys small-scale architectural projects and has a large portfolio of custom residential projects.  Catherine has spent her career at the forefront of Canadian urbanism, with a particular interest in traditional urban form. Recently completed projects include the Alton Mill for Seaton Group, an adaptive re-use of a derelict stone mill for arts purposes.  The project has won both the Heritage Canada National Achievement Award, 2009 and a CAHP Award of Merit, 2009.  She has completed Heritage Conservation District Studies and Plans for Harbord Village Phase I and II, Riverdale Phase I.  In progress are HCD plans for Madison Avenue and Fort York. She is frequently invited to speak on heritage topics to a wide range of professional and non-professional audiences.  Catherine Nasmith Architect is the publisher of e-journal, Built Heritage News, and writes for many other publications.
Topic: Village main streets as ‘old growth forests’ – Ontario-wide context and best practices as they apply to our present mainstreet experience.
Alexander Louis Temporale, OAA, CAHP, FRAIC, B.Arch, principal of ATA Architect Inc. in Oakville, has a long history of involvement in heritage conservation, downtown revitalization, and urban design.  He is responsible for a variety of restoration projects and heritage conservation studies, including the Meadowvale Village Heritage District Study which led to the creation of the first heritage district in Ontario.  Interest in history and conservation has resulted in a long association with the heritage conservation movement, as lecturer, resource consultant, and heritage planner.  Earning his Bachelor of Architecture at the University of Toronto in 1970, he entered private practice with partner John Stark in 1973 forming Stark Temporale Architects.  As a strong supporter of local architecture, heritage and urban renewal, in the Peel and Halton regions of Ontario, Alex has provided the community with strategic guidance and vision.  Volunteer work in related fields is extensive and has included membership in the Brampton Local Architectural Conservation Advisory Committee, Heritage Mississauga, and Visual Arts Ontario.  Alex has also been a lecturer for the Ontario Historical Society on urban revitalization and a consultant to Heritage Canada with the “Main Street” program.  As a member of the OAA ‘Perspectives’ committee, Alex gives the voice of the architect in practice a needed presence.  Alex was also a jurist for the 2010 City of Mississauga Urban Design Awards and this past month his firm, ATA Architects Inc. received an award from the Design Exchange for the Don Montgomery Youth Centre in Scarborough.  ATA Architect Inc. has enjoyed a diversity of projects both in nature and size, receiving recognition for both small and large commissions through numerous local architectural design and planning awards, recognizing contributions to the architectural and urban qualities of the communities in which the firm works.  www.ataarchitect.com
